Alumni Network Incentive
This incentive program is based on points and each point equals $1 to be deposited into a chapter or society account created at Foundation.  This money can be used for expenses, prizes, events, etc.  The maximum attainable per network is $200.  An event kit is being developed to make this process of obtaining names of attendees as smooth and easy as possible for network leaders.

· 25 points to each network who sends at least one representative to the annual Alumni Leader’s Conference.

· 25 points annually for turning in all meeting minutes within 30 days after a network business meeting.

· 25 points annually for turning in all event notifications at least 30 days in advance of a network event.

· 80 points annually for turning in 100% of the names & information in attendance at all network event within 30 days after the event.  If you miss an event or two, you can get 40 points for turning in attendance for 80% or higher of the networks events.

· 25 points annually for turning in all event evaluations within 30 days after and event. 

· 10 points annually for partnering on at least one event with another network.

· 10 points annually for holding events in all 5 event categories (philanthropy, alumni networking, community service, student recruitment, and alumni-student interaction).
Total 200 possible points

These are incentives that go above and beyond the minimum requirements to maintain your chapter or society status.  Those minimum requirements are listed below:

· Hold a minimum of two events per year.  

· Submit an annual report with a completed leader’s roster, contract, and copy of your constitution.

· Forward all information on meetings, events, and attendees to OUAA.

· Have activity in at least TWO of the FIVE areas below:

1. Philanthropy (financial support or endowed scholarship to the University, College, School, Department or students associated with your group)

2. Alumni Networking (alumni receptions, tailgates, continuing education)

3. Student Recruitment (Prospective student calls or letters in tandem with your College, School, Department, or group)

4. Student-Alumni interaction (mentoring, career fair, mock interviews)

5. Community Service (adopt a highway, 5k walks, habitat for humanity)
